Areas of Learning

We will comment on an
artist, explaining the approaches taken.

As design technologists we will be
studying Spanish foods, Tapas. We will
measure and weigh ingredients
appropriately to prepare and cook a
range of savoury dishes.

In computing we will use the internet
to research information. We will also be
using the computer to write for
different audiences and link this to our
learning challenge work.

In Religious Education we will be
looking at prayer throughout the faiths
and also the symbolism of Easter as a
story focusing on betrayal and trust.
