Areas of Learning 

 

As mathematicians we will multiply a 2-digit 

number by a 1-digit number with no exchange 

with exchange. We will link multiplication and 

division, we will divide a 2-digit number by a 

1-digit number with no exchange, flexible 

partitioning and with remainders.  

As information technologists we will add and 

edit data in a table layout. We will find out 

how spreadsheet programs can automatically 

create graphs from data. We will introduce 

the ‘more than’, ‘less than’ and ‘equals’ tools. 

We will learn about describing cells using 

their addresses.   

As historians we will compare some of the 

times studied with those of other areas of 

interest around the world. We will describe 

the social, ethnic, cultural or religious 

diversity of past society. We will use 

appropriate historical vocabulary to 

communicate, including dates, time period, 

era, change and chronology. We will suggest 

suitable sources of evidence for historical 

enquiries.  

In R.E we will know that the Old Testament 

Prophets were called by God to give his 

message to the people. We will know that the 

Prophets were telling the people to turn back 

to God and mend their relationship with him. 

This is the beginning of God’s salvation plan. 

We will know that people’s lives are changed 

as they are called by God today and respond 

in a variety of ways. 

Areas of Learning 

 

As writers we will be studying different 

books and writing our own narrative from 

these as well as other genres.  We will 

study author’s skills and techniques and 

use this information to improve our own 

writing. We will focus on including a range 

of subordinate clauses in our writing.  

As readers we will continue to read and 

discuss an increasingly wide range of 

fiction, poetry, plays, non-fiction and 

reference or textbooks and read books 

that are structured in different ways and 

read for a range of purposes. We will 

recommend books that we have read to 

our peers, giving reasons for our choices. 

As scientists we will research nutrients, 

identify the nutrients in our favourite 

meals and investigate food packaging. We 

will use a McDonalds nutrition calculator, 

identify the nutrients in a pizza and 

research the names of bones in the human 

skeleton. We will also explore how we 

move our bodies. 

As artists we will use a range of drawing 

media to draw natural and man-made 

items, giving attention to pattern, shape 

and form. We will make suggestions for 

ways to adapt/improve their own artwork 

and use a range of artistic vocabulary. We 

will also learn about great artists, 

architects and designers in history. 

Christian Values 

This term in school we are exploring the value of Trust. 

Trust – We will think about what it means to be trustworthy and how this affects the choices we make. We will 

listen to stories in the Bible and stories from other faiths to help us learn more about why trusting others is
